This module
provides theoretical insights into globalization and provides
opportunities to use these to analyse current events.
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4. International Strategic Marketing

In view of emerging world markets and increasing globalisation
this module develops an informed appreciation of international
marketing. It provides the means for you to integrate aspects of
operational marketing within a strategic and international
perspective, further developing your analytical, critical and
problem solving skills in the process.

5. Strategy and Decision Making

The rapidly changing organisational environment within which
today’s managers operate requires you to develop a deep
understanding of the internal and external factors influencing
strategy and decision-making. This module equips you with a
